     Have we ever thought about all the things we 
deal with on a daily and weekly basis. We could 
probably spend hours thinking about the things 
that distract us from accomplishing our goals for 
the day as we deal with life! Sometimes there are 
things we know we need to take care of, but we 
have a little bit of procrastination in us that causes 
us to not take care of things quickly! Or we “dread” 
or maybe even have some “anxiety” about things 

periodically! 

     This reminds me of a story in the Old Testament 
about Joshua, Caleb, and Rahab. In Numbers 13 
God told Moses to send men to spy out the land of 
Canaan. So, Moses sent out 12 spies to spy out 
the land, and after 40 days the 12 men return with 
pomegranates, figs, and grapes. This is an 
example of how well the fruit of the land was; but 
out of the 12 ... only Joshua and Caleb come back

     As we know how the rest of the story goes, the 
other 10 spies were afraid and made excuses for 
why they would not be successful in conquering 
the land. (The people were of great height; we 
looked like grasshoppers to them.) We know that 
later they did conquer the land, but because of the 
“obstacles” the 10 spies put in front of Moses 
and the congregation, it took longer than it should 

have to be successful. 

     There is no doubt in our lives today that we 
could accomplish so much more for the Lord if we 
would only TRUST and OBEY Him … even when 

obstacles get in our way and we don’t seek Him first!
